Photograph of the Wood House, with (left to right) Laura Collins and Linda Bridges, Secretary/Treasurer and President of 

CWONC, respectively.  
 

The Wood House was built in 1884 near what is now the corner of Rock Springs Road and Woodland 
Parkway in the City of San Marcos, California. There is little information about the house prior to the time it 
was bought by Jennylind Wood and her husband, Navy Chaplain Caption Tipton Wood, who moved to San 
Marcos and bought the home in 1942. The two became very active in the local community, where Tipton 
Wood was President of the Board of Governors at Palomar College, and his wife belonged to the Palomar 
College Patrons, which dedicated themselves to raising money for the school library. After her husband’s 

death, Jennylind Wood donated thousands of his medical books to the Palomar College library.  
 

In 1974, Jennylind Wood sold eight acres of her property to the San Marcos School District. and sold the 
remaining 15 acres to the City of San Marcos on the condition that she be able to continue living on the land 
until she died. She died in 1979 at the age of 93, and the land surrounding her home became Woodland Park, 
and a school built nearby was named Woodland Park Middle School. The Wood House was restored to its 

Victorian condition and opened up for tours by the City. It is currently used for special events by the City, and 
CWONC uses the historic home for its monthly meetings and annual Mother’s Day Tea. 

 
When Jennylind Wood died, her friend and caretaker Carmen Schnell inherited her personal belongings and 
she then donated many of them to the San Marcos Historical Society, including many shoes, hats and purses, 

which are still on display at the SMHS to this day.
